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I.  EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
The main results of the UNDP Office in Colombia with regard to the 2008-2015 Country Program are:
The Human Development Report: Rural Colombia, Reasons for Hope (2011) redefines the economic and social importance of the rural and peasantry world and has become a key input for i) the peace dialogues between the Government and the FARC-EP in La Havana, ii) the Rural Mission, iii) the Victims and Land Restitution Law
 and iv) the dialogues between Government and civil society to strengthen family agriculture
 

Opening a space for citizen voice to become a key input in peace dialogues. In coordination with the Catholic Church and the National University and in association with several UNS agencies, 3,162 peace proposals from different social organizations throughout Colombia have been transmitted.  Facilitating dialogue between negotiators and several groups of victims, where 60% are women, and promoting the setting up of a permanent gender commission.
Support the economic inclusion of populations in poverty and extreme poverty situations by implementing Employment and Entrepreneurship Centres in 18 municipalities, helping to create 12 thousand new jobs and strengthening the livelihoods of more than 100 thousand people. Contribute to the compliance with MDG by developing policy advice for public policies leading to the reduction of population and territorial gaps, both locally and nationally
, and the preparation of the Post 2015 Agenda. 

Empowering female candidates to popularly elected posts through technical assistance regarding electoral processes, contributing to increase their participation in Congress from 14% in period 2010-2014 to 21% in period 2014-2018. In addition, supporting the formulation and implementation of the Labour Equality Seal, the National Public Policy and several regional Gender Equality policies.
Provide political tools to position the environmental sustainability agenda within the government, formulating six sectorial action plans that will lead to the mitigation of greenhouse gases, initiatives towards adapting to and mitigating the climate change effect and conserve and make sustainable use of the biodiversity that characterizes the country.
The results have been possible because of UNDPs good positioning at national and particularly subnational levels. This has allowed the establishment of different types of partnerships with institutional partners, bilateral (Sweden, Spain, Canada) and multilateral (EU, GEF, MP) international cooperation agents and with UNS agencies (OHCHR, UNICEF, UNFPA, UNHCR), with civil society organizations and recently with the private sector (ECOPETROL, REPSOL).

	UNDP Contribution:
MDG Evaluation evidence that MDG agenda allowed the establishment of an international framework, a more neutral umbrella and has permitted a qualitative leap in bringing national institutions closer to local governments. UNDP contribution in terms of strategy and assistance has been relevant in bringing them closer together and this is recognized by national and local government authorities and civil society. The government’s leadership and commitment has been an important factor. The MDG locating process has made it possible to place strategic development policy elements encouraging a broad regional debate. In this context, objective reliable information obtained along with baselines carried out with UNDP technical assistance have been essential in establishing political, program commitments and therefore midterm financial commitments in territories supported by UNDP. Our territorial presence has been a key factor for this contribution. The different UNDP programs have built a holistic umbrella under which a series of work lines have been coordinated with different entry points in local Public Policy, where the different initiatives have collaborated with the same objective: Achieve the MDGs as a catalyst for other processes. The greater the synergy obtained among the UNDP initiatives and areas, the greater the effectiveness. The UNDP role has had an impact on local coordination logistics, particularly among local stakeholders who traditionally are poorly linked (governments, mayors, professional groups, universities, NGOs, private sector, displaced population), that, beyond coordination for the implementation of Public Policies, have well consolidated social participation processes and work methodologies that have become nearly irreversible. 

CP Outputs:
UNDP relevance in support for the development of national and local institutional capacities to achieve MDGs as a catalyst for several initiatives using a territorial or holistic approach. The processes supported involve impact on local public policies, conceptualization of methodologies and models for rendering services. 
Progress and Achievements:
100% of the departments and cities targeted for project intervention have defined and implemented public policies and strategies aimed at achieving MDGs; 106 thousand persons in situations of poverty and victims of conflict in at least 18 territories have income and job generating pathways in place to improve their livelihood; created and strengthened 26 Labour Market Observatories in order to generate data and evidence that inspires the creation and direction of effective polices to reduce poverty and for sustainable development; victims of conflict and farmers have increased the quality and productivity of their products through the implementation of 1,191 ha of short, medium and long term crops with trade and professional partnerships to provide links to stable markets. Moreover, through UNDP’s integral rural inclusion strategy, there were 3,054 successful cases of families, including indigenous, farmers and victims of displacement due to armed conflict, that have been linked to pathways leading to jobs and income generation through their own business units after receiving UNDP supported training; in addition there has been a transfer of knowledge to strengthen their technical capacities so that they can form partnerships with local government and the private sector that will provide links to markets. The post 2015 consultation process led by UNDP has been unique in the world, from the point of view of participants (more than 35,000 persons) and of the methodology designed focusing on thematic, territorial and sector dialogue.

	UNDP Contribution:
CPD Evaluation demonstrated the effectiveness of UNDP contributions to the development of capacities related to environmental sustainability, sustainable land management and risk management. UNDP has played a relevant role in the transfer of knowledge to institutions as a measure for initiative sustainability. Inter-institutional relationships driven by UNDP, because of its capacity to convene meetings and generate partnerships, have made it possible to break down barriers formerly an obstacle for team work. The main factor that has permitted contributions to integral risk management is the thematic transformation of the country from an assistance based system to a risk management system where knowledge and risk reduction are the predominant components.
CP Outputs:
Strengthened integral planning capacities through the formulation and approval, by the respective Ministries, of Sector Action Plans for the mitigation of Greenhouse Gases as part of the Colombian Low Carbon Development Strategy. Inputs from joint efforts with the Ministry of the Environment regarding risks and peace building opportunities for sustainable territorial development and recommendations for a transverse green growth strategy, were included in Development Plans. Supported the Bogota risk management scheme transformation through institutional modernization, incorporation of climate change issues and the definition of bases for its development as a public policy.
Progress and Achievements:
The latest measurement of total use of HCFCs reported in 2014 was at 2,223.04 Tons, reaching a 20.37% reduction with respect to the baseline. In addition, restored or conserved 702,562 ha of strategic ecosystems through sustainable management; 80 organizations were strengthened in sustainable management of natural resources, Community Plans formulated in urban, rural, farmer and indigenous communities in the Departments of Bolivar, San Andrés, Magdalena and La Guajira and 50 Municipal diagnostics for the incorporation of risk technology in planning and land management tools.

	UNDP Contribution:
CPD Evaluation recognizes UNDP role in the democratic strengthening process by improving levels of transparency within political parties and underscores UNDP’s ability to strengthen and in some cases develop transparency process within local institutions. Recognizes UNDP’s role in strengthening technical capacities of national institutions, as well as technical capacities of members of social organizations, as a key factor in the process for the promotion of democracy with citizen participation. Highlights the government’s commitment and that of control entities to implement policies, strategies and programs aimed at more effective inclusive public administration. Finally, UNDP has generated several recommendations on topics of transparency and more effective public administration that have been adopted by different stakeholders. As a result, recognition with regard to technical capacity that, in conjunction with the organization's neutrality and image, have enhanced confidence in united efforts to seek better local governance conditions.
CP Outputs:
Strengthened local capacities for more inclusive, transparent and effective public administration. Progress achieved in territorial scalability of the latter, providing institutions with effective mechanisms to identify and mitigate the risk of corruption, accountability to its citizens, making its administration more visible (government strategy on line) and promoting integrity. Improvement in the knowledge and competency of leaders and officials regarding fundamental issues for strategic government administration, such as participative planning, program prioritization, citizen services and ethical administration.
Progress and Achievements:

134 Municipalities adopted UNDP recommendations for strengthening local capacities for inclusive, transparent and participative public administration; linking 892 institutions in 22 departments; highlights improvement in discussion and implementation of public policy forums such as Social Policy Councils, Technical Roundtables on Children or Integral Protection Networks, encouraging the participation of relevant stakeholders and discussion on main issues related to guarantying the rights of children.  In addition 8 actions were designed and incorporated to promote transparency, the most important being the design and implementation of an Integral Anti-corruption Public Policy nationally, as well as the approval of White Paper (CONPES) 167 as a result of UNDP support for the national government. Nearly 76% of the prioritized territories adopted public polices formulated with UNDP contribution to guaranty the rights and active participation of children and adolescents and the adoption of transparency and accountability schemes.

	UNDP Contribution:
There is distinct evidence of UNDP contribution to democratic strengthening as pointed out by the Final External Evaluation of the Country Program Document (CPD) for Colombia 2008-2015. It demonstrates that the organization has contributed to knowledge generation derived from technical inputs and work with public sector stakeholders and media communications regarding measures and mechanisms that promote a more open political system.  Specifically on the subject of governance, expertise has been accumulated with regard to the work of assisting legislative/regulatory reform processes, dialogue with stakeholders and generating opinion. This underscores the fact that UNDP’s work has been focused on political participation by underrepresented groups, women and youth, where partnerships with UNWOMEN and with government agencies (Colombia Joven) has been vital. There is no doubt that in the political field, UNDP is recognized as a stakeholder that helps to qualify debate, promote new leadership and promote transparency in electoral processes.  

CP Outputs:
Improving members of political parties’ knowledge and competencies in legislative techniques and providing inputs on the operation of the political system.  Strengthened electoral transparency, starting up ICT tools to substantially improving visibility and knowledge of public and citizen opinions. Strengthened the capacity of representative institutions that adopted recommendations on transparency in administration and started up tools to systematize information on accountability to citizens.
Progress and Achievements:
25% of political parties have formal decision-making spaces for under-represented groups by implementing and strengthening gender and youth offices; 20% of the recommendations generated by UNDP were accepted by political-electoral institutions regarding the creation of think tanks within parties, greater participation in regional scenarios, identification and mitigation of electoral and electronic vote risks; 4 initiatives were coordinated and implemented by citizen associations of more than 150 members assisted by UNDP an in favour of free well informed voting that were subsequently used to promote processes that impacted on building development plans.

	UNDP Contribution:
Emphasis on peace dialogue in La Havana as an important mechanism for the armed conflict transformation in Colombia. On one hand it emphasizes national and local institutional strengthening to face post conflict challenges and on the other emphasizes the capacity development of civil society organizations for their active and effective participation in the stablished mechanisms projected for the roundtable discussions (UNDAF Evaluation). In this regard, UNDP contributed towards i) the effective inclusion of knowledge generated on topics regarding peace building, the environment, conflict and governance as the basis for the new development plan, that includes a peace building focus and institutional commitment to implement it and ii) ensuring that civil society voice, and particularly the victims, is heard and taken into account in partial agreements during La Havana dialogue process, so that 70% of proposals submitted have been included in partial agreements, according to an internal analysis and iii)facilitating inter-institutional coordination and international cooperation through mechanisms that permit the identification of territorial peace initiatives and their coordination with national initiatives consistent with the guidelines established by the High Commissioner for Peace (HCP).
CP Outputs:
Facilitate access to better living conditions for people in conflict affected areas, strengthening mechanisms that make national and territorial dialogue possible as well as dialogue between nation and territories. Facilitate participation in forums for 3,162 people (48% women) and the organization and selection of 5 delegations from 60 victims for hearings with La Havana Roundtable Discussions. Coordinated work between UNDP and the National Planning Department (NPD) contributed to guidelines definition in the 2014-2018 National Development Plan.
Progress and Achievements:
Network existence of more than 900 social organizations from the beginning of the CPD, UNDP’s credibility among civil society and institutions making mass, qualified and plural participation possible at forums held, UNDP territorial presence in Colombia (8 field offices) and its national capacity to impact on public policy.

	UNDP Contribution:

Consolidation of a youth working model, establishing new leadership in the economic, social and political arena and creating legal sustainable opportunities for affected youth or at risk due to the armed conflict. Improved performance indicators over the last two years, particularly with regard to increased economic growth (2.6%), unemployment reduction (1.6%), poverty reduction (3.2%) and extreme poverty reduction (2.2%).  There is no doubt that the success factor in these achievements lies in the existence of a youth public policy in Nariño Department, with UNDP supported formulation and implementation which has been adopted by local institutions (particularly by departmental governments). Moreover, security conditions and illegal armed groups actions has been reduced along the eastern mountains facilitating UNDP intervention; the opposite has occurred along the Pacific coast where violence by illegal armed groups has intensified, detaining development actions carried out in the region. The strengthen partnership between the Nariño Government, Canada and UNDP has been a determining factor in promoting the actions sustainability and political commitments. 
CP Outputs:
Social, economic and political youth empowerment in risk situations due the humanitarian situation, developing their social, technical and entrepreneurial capacities and transforming them into leaders and stakeholders in economic development, social change and sustainable peace in the regions of intervention.  Early recovery processes in departments that include prevention strategies for gender based violence and sexual violence, recovery of livelihoods and community rehabilitation strategies. 
Progress and Achievements:
In 9 target municipalities in Nariño Department, social, economic and political empowerment of 1,837 youth in risk situations due to humanitarian situation was achieved, developing their social, technical and entrepreneurial capacities and transforming them into leaders and stakeholders in economic development, social change and sustainable peace in the regions of intervention, 2,400 Afro-descendants and indigenous population (58% women) have been benefited from an early recovery process in both departments.

	UNDP Contribution:
Transitional Justice Fund (TJF) Evaluation validate that since 2008 a network of 923 victim´s organizations in 21 territories have been strengthened, making it possible for 1,326 leaders to put into practice their skills with regard to coordination, leadership and accountability, and to strength their role in the Transitional Justice processes and impact on public policies for recognition, rights satisfaction and victim participation and reparation. To achieve this, UNDP legitimacy has been vital among stakeholders, in addition to its capacity for convening groups together with its technical knowledge. Have improved response capacities to handle, guide and provide victims reparation, as well as the design and implementation of public policies, design of a bill of law for strengthening subnational General Attorney´s Office, victim’s access to justice and integral reparation processes. UNDP has been the leader in the transitional justice fund administration that align the cooperation with national priorities. This fund has served as a mechanism for inter-institutional coordination for a more effective response to victim’s needs and rights satisfaction. UNDP’s role in facilitating spaces for coordinating actions has been vital in committing different stakeholders to work together.  UNDP has aided in attaining sustainable solutions for displaced populations communities, mainly related to land and premises legalization, basic services access and improved income.
CP Outputs:
Have improved response capacities to handle, guide and provide victims reparation, as well as the design and implementation of public policies and the design of a bill of law to strengthen municipal subnational General Attorney´s Office. UNDP has been the leader in administering a basket fund that implements the considerations of the Paris Declaration in terms of cooperation in alignment with national priorities and which has been considered a good practice for national institutions as a mechanism for inter-institutional coordination as well as with other stakeholders.
Progress and Achievements:
The TJF evidence that since 2008 a network of 923 victim’s organizations in 21 territories in the country have been strengthened, making it possible for 1,326 leaders to improve their knowledge with regard to transitional justice, improving their capacities for coordination, leadership, accountability, knowledge management and dissemination and consequently their effective participation in Transitional Justice processes. TSI Evaluation demonstrates that UNDP has facilitated the attainment of sustainable solutions for communities with high percentages of displaced populations, mainly as related to the legalization of land and premises, access to basic services (water and basic remediation, health, education, etc.) and improvement of income, linked to 38,045 persons (72% displaced) in 17 locations, coordinating institutional initiatives created by Victims Law and the Colombian Government’s Unit for Victims Attention.

	Summary of evaluation findings (e.g. from outcome and project evaluations, UNDAF reviews, and other Evaluations)
The importance of simplifying the global strategy and at the same time adapting it to local specific needs, underscoring as a good practice the design of programmatic and integral territorial interventions with a differentiated approach. The importance of promoting transversal interventions that make it possible to have an integral solution process, weakness and lack of coordinated work between UNDP departments involved in Climate Change. The need to strengthen Inter Agency Coordination within UNS through concrete partnerships that permit the alignment of the work lead by the different agencies to increment work effectiveness and impact. It emphasizes the importance of agreeing on and defining the program architecture, including a methodological reference framework, knowledge mechanisms and managing information.  Direct presence in territories has been very useful in guarantying assistance and strengthening civil society and has had a catalyzing impact on encouraging inter-institutional communication and dialogue.  

Key Achievements:
The highlighted group of achievements suggests that the comparative advantages of UNDP are: i) its territorial deployment, ii) its power to convene and build partnerships with civil society and government institutions, iii) its ability to create and transfer technical capacities for governance, and iv) its power to impact on public policies.
Major Lessons Learnt:
· Adaptation to the specific needs of the locality, territory, country.
· Promote transverse interventions that make an integral solution possible.
· Strengthen Inter Agency Coordination within UNS through concrete partnerships that allow the alignment of the work lead by different agencies to increment their work effectiveness and impact. 

· Identify monitoring methods capable of capturing impacts and results of the processes performed.
· Direct UNDP presence in territories has been very useful in guarantying assistance and civil society strengthening, and has been a catalyst in encouraging inter-institutional communication and dialogue.
· Underscores the need for further in depth / prioritization to achieve capacities strengthening.
