� Local fiscal space is defined as the funds readily available for investment calculated as follows;  current surplus (which is current revenue – current expenditure) plus capital transfers received (which corresponds to UNCDF-own grants as well as capital grants [non regular] received from other sources.


� This indicator will be measured at the end of strategic framework period (2014- 2017) with calculation made on a countries’ sample.





� Starting from 2016, all LDFPA programmes including Local Climate Adaptive Living Facility (LoCAL) programme, Inclusive and Equitable Local Economic Development Programme (IELD), Finance for Food (F4F) programme, and Local Cross-Border Initiatives (LOBI) will report against this indicator if any infrastructure activities have taken place.


� The last mile is referred to sub-national areas such as the urban or rural areas of LDCs or other developing countries, where UNCDF together with the supported governments identify the greatest needs of UNCDF support based on its capital mandate such as local infrastructure investments and increasing access to financial services.


� The thematic areas will include food security, climate change and adaptation, women equality, and peace consolidation which will be reported by LDFPA global thematic programmes such as Financing for Food (F4F), Local Climate Adaptive Living Facility (LoCAL), Inclusive and Equitable Local Economic Programme (IELD), and Local Cross Boarder Initiatives (LOBI) programme. The indicator will also be disaggregated by type of finances (private, public, and/or public private partnerships (PPP)).


� The thematic areas will include food security, climate change and adaptation, women equality, and peace consolidation which will be reported by LDFPA global thematic programmes such as Financing for Food (F4F), Local Climate Adaptive Living Facility (LoCAL), Inclusive and Equitable Local Economic Programme (IELD), and Local Cross Boarder Initiatives (LOBI) programmes. The indicator will mainly measure the volume of capital provided by UNCDF.


� The last mile financing is defined as investments (including private, domestic and foreign) that flow to sub-national areas such as the urban and rural of LDCs and other developing countries where UNCDF and the supported governments identify the needs of such capital investments based on diagnostics/pilots.
